Foggy Mountain intentionally under
harvests the bear in our hunting areas, and
the population is increasing.

The Stateds bear biologist Jennifert
Vashon estimates that the areas of
northern Maine where we hunt have
population densities of over one bear per
square mile. Vashon recently said "The
population has been increasing for a
number of years. o

Maine has 97% of all the wild brook
trout waters east of the Mississippi River.
In September, the larger trout come
from lakes into the rivers on their annual
spawning run. Their coloring is beautiful

and 18" trout are not uncommon.

Many Foggy Mountain hunters enjoy
fantastic wild brook trout fishing each
morning right at the lodge or in the many
pristine streams nearby. Our guides will
